As part of a 124 venue UK summer tour Europe’s top stunt performers, The Extreme Stunt Show, are coming to town.

This modern day circus arrives with in convoy of articulated lorries, transit vans cars and caravans carrying the shows props, equipment and 36 team members. 

“I believe that this is the biggest tour any team have ever attempted anywhere in the world” says Anthony Anderson the Show Manager. “It’s been a massive logistical undertaking to organise and has taken our event team of five 12 months to put in place.”

“This show was a lifelong ambition of our MD Mark Phillips.” says Anthony. “He had run away from home at 16 years of age to join the American Hell Drivers and said that one day he would promote the best show ever “ Marks death just before Christmas after a short illness gave an even greater incentive to create something really special. “Marks desire was for the show to go on and we have recruited the best in the business to ensure that it does him credit.” 

“The plan was always to design a show based on content and then find the best people to perform the stunts. The result is a unique show with an extraordinary team giving the opportunity to demonstrate their extreme attitude to stunting.” 

The Extreme Monster Truck is the heaviest and one of the most powerful trucks outside of the USA. The name and magnificent paint job came about as the result of being requisitioned to appear in a Turtle Wax TV advertisement for Extreme Car Polish. The Extreme can be seen in the show crushing a row of cars. (see more Extreme Truck details in separate press release)

In contrast to the power and muscle of the Extreme is the beautiful and petite stunt lady Abby Baker. Abby, with her model looks, admits to being an extreme sports nut who is as at home ski boarding in Switzerland or Bungee jumping in New Zealand as she is with performing car crashes in the show. 2006 is her second season with a touring show but she first learned her car crash skills banger racing in West Sussex. She also performs the Human Cannonball stunt being fired into a net and is also blown up in The Exploding Coffin. (see more Abby details in separate press release)

M.A.D by name and Mad by nature (The name stands for Mountain bike Ariel Display). This team was first formed 10 years ago and have performed all over Europe. Last year they were sponsored by Pepsico for a one month tour in Saudi Arabia (see more MAD details in separate press release) .

The show also features the exploding coffin, the human torch, motorcycle tricks and jumping and a transit van driven on two wheels.

The Extreme Stunt Team is made up from top names from the world of film and touring stunt shows. Keith Andrews from Wakefield, who drives the Extreme Monster Truck and a Transit Van on two wheels, has worked in the business for over 30 years and has performed on every continent in the world. Markey from Doncaster is set on fire in the very scary Human Torch and has worked with Keith for 25 years. He also jumps a Quad. Billy Mac is a top Motocross rider and has competed in Europe and, with Brian Jones, their display of extreme motorcycle jumping is breathtaking.

Admission is £8-00 for adults and £5-00 for children.
